Terms and Conditions of the Permit:

1.
All work shall be done subject to and in accordance with the requirements of Hinsdale County's Minimum Design and Construction Standards for Roads and this Permit.

2.
Prior to commencing construction, the Permittee shall notify the County Road and Bridge Supervisor and receive his permission to proceed.

3.
At least 72 hours prior to commencing construction, Permittee shall notify the Telephone Company, Power Company, Cable TV Company, Lake City Area Water and Sanitation District and other utilities which may have underground facilities in the area for location of such utilities.

4.
Any utilities, facilities, improvements that are disturbed or damaged by the work shall be repaired at the Permittee's cost. The surface area shall be restored to its prior condition.  Road and sidewalk surfaces and subsurfaces, which are cut or disturbed, shall be restored to their pre-existing conditions.  Backfill, compaction and gravel requirements are as set out in the County's Design and Construction Standards for Roads. Specific reconstruction and restoration requirements are attached.

5.
Allowance shall be made to avoid interrupting the flow in any drainage ditches, canals or similar facilities.

6.
 The work shall be completed, excavations properly backfilled, the surface restored and all damages repaired no later than _________________________.

Thereafter, the County may cause work to be completed, excavations backfilled, surfaces restored and damages repaired, collecting the cost of so doing from the Permittee or Owner.

7.
No cleated or tracked equipment shall work on any pavement without mats or other appliances adequate to prevent damage to such surfaces.

8.
Signs, barricades, and other safety provisions shall comply with Part VI of the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices.

9.     The County shall have access to the work site at all times to inspect the progress of the work. The County may stop the work because of violations of the terms of this Permit or to insure safety or traffic movement and require the surface and subsurface to be restored.

10.  
No work shall be performed before the hour of 7:30 AM or after the hour of 7:00 PM on any given work day. Further, no work shall occur on any holiday or holiday weekend if the County determines that such work might impede or interfere with safety or traffic movement.

Permittee and Owner agree to hold Hinsdale County harmless on account of any damages suffered to the persons or property of Owner or Permittee arising out of their operations hereunder or the installation and maintenance of their facilities, utilities or improvements within County owned property. The Owner and Permittee agree to defend and indemnify the County for any damages claimed or adjudged against the County arising out of Owner's or Permittee's operations or installation, and maintenance of their utilities, improvements or facilities installed within County owned property by Owner or Permittee.

13.
Owner and Permittee agree to properly maintain their utilities, improvements or installations and shall be responsible to repair any damages to County property, road surfaces or improvements which results or are caused in any manner by the excavation, installation, operation or maintenance of the facilities, pursuant to this Permit.

14.
Owner and Permittee agree to maintain a safe construction site and shall abide by all town, county, state and federal regulations relating to safety in the workplace. It shall be the sole responsibility of Owner and Permittee to warn and protect the public as necessary regarding any dangerous conditions existing on the work site.

15.
In the event it is necessary to relocate any utility, facility or improvement of the Owner or Permittee, installed within County property, pursuant to this Permit, on account of the change of any road grade, relocation or expansion of any road or other similar reason, the Owner and Permittee shall be responsible to relocate such facilities to a location approved by the County at the Owner and Permittee's expense, without cost to the County.

16.
The individuals signing on behalf of Owner and Permittee are hereby designated as agents for service of process on behalf of Owner and Permittee.

17.
Upon completion of the project, a set of "as-built" plans showing the exact location and depth of any installation shall be furnished to the County.

18.
In the event the County incurs any costs, including reasonable attorney's fees, enforcing any provision of this Permit, the County may recover such costs from the Permittee and Owner.

19.
All obligations, terms and conditions of this Permit shall be the joint and several obligations of the Permittee and Owner.

20.
The Permittee and Owner represent that they have read and understand the foregoing terms and conditions of this Permit, that they have read and understand the terms and conditions of the Hinsdale County Excavation and Utility Maintenance Permit and that the undersigned have authority to sign for and bind Permittee and Owner.
